(2: N) INN 132 NI PINX DX NP. 7w explains Mowm D272 NNP. TV PRNDOIN I 1N NYT O
asks why was it necessary to coax them; they certainly understood the tremendous
mot that this position involved. The splendor of the n»n> >11 is just a hint of the
mawn and spiritual weight that the nay itself carries.

NN YN 1 answers that they did indeed understand the mawn and nypanx of the
mno. This was o the source of concern. They may feel so acutely the 87 mn and
vy 7210 of the nmay, that their nnnv in these nnyn would be hindered. Therefore
nwn was to encourage them to accept the »wn with 25 230y npnw. The N of NNnpY
would be more effective than excessive M7 in insuring that all is done mmnbwa.

This blend of 7no and nnnv is found in the description of the o990 oy nMay that
we say in Y'wn nnn of qom. The vvs describes the mwon and n»av as the S o
began the ovn970. In 790 Now it reads N2V Y¥XINK MY PTIY, IR DRI MNIND NV

1aNT 0»PY Myn Yy wy. And again later in the heat of the nmay, it says 290 o7 N vy
PYVY 0TIV PIVIN “[13'15

The eyes of all of bxyw Y95 were raised to the 9v13 yn3, counting on him and his nTay
to change the scarlet vin to 125. Nonetheless, amidst the 7n9, the Yy 05 must not
forget that one of the keys to proper w1pnn na nmay is this ww. The w1pnn ma was a
place of great mny, )0 Py o»ny. This however isn’t a N79>NO to PP MTN Y.

As we enter the final stretch of nvs preparations, we too must keep in mind the
words of 930 (902 127 W) NPV 293 v x> My v oTxws. We certainly need to be
careful that the nwon are carried out correctly, but a key to proper nuwon for the oy
2 is that they are done with a M of nnnw and anticipation of the approaching v7vy.
